Update on USBR Wheeling Agreement
Suzanne Ticknor reported that she and Tom McCann will be meeting with USBR representatives in early July to continue discussion about wheeling non-Project water.  The wheeling issues fall into five categories:

1.  Compliance with the provisions of the Master Repayment 




Contract.

2.
Reservation of canal capacity for future use by USBR.

3.
Whether "revenue" from ADD Water Program must be deposited into 


the Lower Basin Development Fund.

4.
Issues related to environmental compliance for both acquisition of ADD 

supplies and delivery of ADD supplies.

The concept of a Master wheeling Agreement between USBR and 


CAP that would address the above issues.
2.
Continue and complete identification of deal points from Summary of 
Emerging Consensus

The team continued its discussion and identification of deal points from the Summary of Emerging Consensus ("SEC").  The team categorized issues from the SEC into three buckets: (1) deal points from the SEC that will be incorporated into the ADD Water Contract; (2) deal points from the SEC that may  or may not be in the ADD Water Contract, but will be reflected in legislation and/or CAWCD; and (3) issues that are not fully resolved and will need to go back to the BIG Group or some other task team; issues related to environmental compliance and issues related to the acquisition and planning process.  The team agreed to highlight and color code the issues in the SEC according to which bucket each issue falls into.  Issues highlighted in yellow are those in the first bucket (deal points to be in the contract).  Issues highlighted in green are in the second bucket (deal points that may not be incorporated into the contract, but will be reflected in legislation or CAWCD policy). And, issues highlighted in blue are in the third bucket (unresolved issues or issues related to acquisition and planning process).  The team worked through the entire SEC and completed the process of placing the SEC issues into the appropriate bucket category.  Kathy Ferris agreed to color code and highlight the SEC to reflect the team's work, and circulate it to the task team before the next meeting.
The team agreed that it would commence preparation of an outline for the ADD Water Contract(s) at the next meeting, using the yellow bucket deal points and the standard form CAP M&I subcontract.  The team also asked for copies of the Master Repayment Contract and the final Stipulation.
