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Task Team responses to questions regarding 
pre-ADD CAGRD members
1. What defines pre/post timing?

· The "pre-ADD" period extends up to the point that ADD is open for contracting

· The Task Team urges CAWCD to have ADD in place in time for the next CAGRD Plan of Operation 

· Regardless, CAP should proceed with timely development of the next Plan of Operation
2. Who/what is included in the "Pre"?
· Enrolled Member Lands (e.g., current & committed demand)

· Enrolled MSAs should have a consistently-applied and defined breakpoint established for the pre-ADD portion of their demand.  Potential options include:

1. Up to the excess groundwater-based volume of current & legally obligated
2. Up to the volume identified in the new re-designations
3. Up to the volume identified in the current Plan

4. The difference between the MSA projection from current Plan and the MSA projection in next Plan

5. Up to what is identified in projections for Membership Dues

3. What supplies can CAGRD acquire?

· The CAGRD can acquire any & all supplies from the Plan of Operation, and all supplies acquired prior to ADD will remain in CAGRD's portfolio.  However, once ADD is in place, the CAGRD will not independently acquire supplies that are included in the ADD portfolio.
· CAWCD should consider ways to ensure that supplies that the CAGRD could have otherwise used are not "stranded" when ADD is in effect
4. What revenue sources are available to the CAGRD for pre-ADD members?
· All currently available sources (enrollment fees; activation fees; assessments; membership dues) and other legally available sources approved by the Board
5. What financing options are available to the CAGRD for ADD supplies?
· All current CAGRD financing options (e.g., pay as you go; bonding) plus any ADD Water program financing/payment options (for ADD supplies)
6. What effect does ADD have on the CAGRD interim set-aside?
· Consistent with SEC Q26, #16, The CAGRD should be able to retain the value/benefit/need of the existing interim set-aside (subject to the interruptible contract provisions, etc.)
7. Statement regarding legal obligation:

· The Task Team acknowledges that CAP must meet its legal replenishment obligation under the current Plan of Operation, whether ADD develops or not.  This fact must be recognized throughout the development of ADD Water.
a. The Task Team does not have a consensus view on whether it will be necessary or appropriate for CAGRD have some kind of preference to ADD Water based on the supplies identified in the current Plan of Operation.
i. Concerns were expressed that competition for ADD supplies could make the current CAGRD obligation more difficult to fulfill
ii. Concerns were also expressed that competition from the CAGRD for ADD supplies could make it more difficult for everyone else
