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The Contracts Task Team has had five meetings since it was established.  At its initial meeting, the Team decided that it would first identify the "deal points" contained in the Summary of Emerging Consensus (SEC).  The purpose of this exercise was to help inform the decision as to what provisions from the SEC need to be included in the standard form ADD Water Contract.  This process resulted in a color-coded SEC, which has been distributed to the BIG Group.  The color-coded SEC has four categories as follows:

1.
Yellow for "deal points" to be incorporated into the ADD Water Contracts.

2.
Green for "deal points" to be reflected in CAWCD policy, legislation, the ADD 
Water Contracts, or some combination of these approaches.

3.
Blue for issues that ultimately will need to be resolved by the BIG Group or that relate to the wheeling agreement with BOR, environmental compliance, or the acquisition and planning process.

4.
Red for issues to be addressed in the Just Water process.

The Team next decided to develop an outline of the standard form ADD Water Contract.  As the first step in this process, the Team used the standard CAP subcontract as a guide to develop headings for the various sections that might be included in the standard form ADD Water Contract.  Next, the Team added to the outline the yellow deal points from the color-coded SEC under the appropriate contract heading.  In doing so, the Team was careful to use the exact language contained in the SEC in order to keep a clear record of the transition of the SEC deal points to a contract format.  It was recognized that the Team will ultimately need to add to or modify some of this language in order to resolve ambiguities, use more appropriate contract terminology or expand on the ideas presented.  However, the Team felt it was critical to maintain transparency and enable those who are not members of the Team to follow our process as we move forward with the development of the contract.  The draft Outline of Standard Form ADD Water Contract developed by the Team has been distributed to the BIG Group.

Finally, the Team discussed information it might need to continue its work and has developed a proposal for the BIG Group's consideration that addresses the proposed focus of the Team's work over the next quarter.
